Dr. Vinod Menon, a psychiatry
professor at Stanford University, and
histeam, hasfigured out how to make
children a math whiz.You can read
all about it in this article of mine!

What Dr. Menon usesto amplify
achild’'s knowledge of math is what
he calls , Mad Minute math tests,
which involves completing around,
fifty to one hundred math problems,
depending on which operation,
(operation meaning
addition,subtraction,multiplication or
division) your child isworking onin
at least 1 to 2 minutes.

Strong memory is required for
good math, and passing tests.
According to Dr.Menon, there are
three stages of memory. They
are,immediate memory (pre-frontal/
parietal regions of the brain), short
term(hippocampal region) memory
and Long term memory.

How information flows in the
brain isbelow:

Information goes into brain ->
held in Immediate memory (limited
capacity, information does not last
more than seconds) -> with practice
goes to Short Term memory (limited
capacity, information isheld for short
time) -> with time and practice goes
to Long term memory (unlimited
capacity, information can last a life
time)

To find out why some kids have
stronger memory than others, Dr.
Vinod Menon and his team put 28
kids, ages 7-9 in MRI machines.

How to make your Child

a MATH WHIZ

They had a screen that displayed
different types of equations and two
buttons, a correct button and a
incorrect button. If the equation is
correct the child is supposed to press
the correct button, if the equation is
wrong, the child is supposed to press
the incorrect button. After the tests,
the scientists recorded the response
time and also, the region of the brain
that showed activity, right before they
pressed the button.

The children repeated the testsin
front of the scientists to check for lip-
moving or counting with their fingers.

They recaptured the test a year
later under the same boundariesto see
the impact from the age growth. The
Stanford team noticed that, when they
get ol der they realize more of the basic
facts.

(Above an MRI machine)

The scientists noticed that there
was less activity in the prefrontal and
parietal sectionsthat researchers have
long associated with counting, and
more with time and practice, in the
hippocampus. This area of the brain
islikearelay station, one where short-
term memories reside, before being
shipped to long-term storage, for later
retrieval.

When Dr. Menon’s results came
out in Nature Neuroscience,it said that
the part of the brain, that was working
the most, was not the parietal and
prefrontal ,the part of the brain related
to math, it was the hippocampal. The
hippocampal is the part of the brain

that will send the short memories to
the long memory. It also said that
the kidswho werebetter at mathwere
those whose hippocampal region in
the brain, showed the most robust
activity. This means they had
practiced enough times, to easily
retrieve facts from short term
memory, without needing to use the
areas of the brain that does the
counting.You may think they just
ended the study, but they didn’t.
These neuroscientists decided to
make adol escents and adultstake the
math tests. The adults showed no
sign of the prefrontal,parietal or
hippocampal activity that were
shown in kids brains. Instead adults
took the answers straight from long
term memory bank and got the
answers immediately without effort
in any other brain regions!

In short the more we practice
drilling basic facts of addition and
multiplication, the better we get at
math, since this frees up our brain
to work on the more complex
problems. Keep up with the math
drills!

Over the Counter (OTC)
Medication(s) and

safety in children

Whenever achildfallssick, thevery first thing we do
as a parent/caregiver is to use some kind of over the
counter (OTC) medication(s). It does not matter whether
itistotreat achild'scough or cold, reduceachild'sfever,
or treat another symptom. If given exactly as directed,
OTC medicines can help treat your child's symptoms.
As with all medicines, however, they have risks if
misused.

If the medicationisnot |abelled with activeingredients
and exact dosageinstructionsfor your child'sage, do not
giveyour child that medicine. Call your doctor for advice
about the best treatment options for your child. These
medi cations are to be used only in certain minor condi-
tions. It is also important to remember to safely store
medicines up and away and out of sight when not in use.

Make sure that the dosage device that is with the
container isused to provide medication and it isimportant
that you never try to estimate dosage with other tools
likeregular kitchen spoons. Medicine dosing devicesare
designed to make it as easy as possible to give exact
amounts of medicine to your children. If you have lost
the dosing device, talk to your pharmacist.

These are few suggestions to remember when using
OTC meds:

1. Thelabel must be read and instructions should be
followed strictly.

2. No Oral cough and cold medicines are

recommended in children under the age of 4.

3. All medicines and vitamins should be kept out of
your child's reach and sight.

4. Always use the correct measuring device and the
correct recommended dose. Never use the
medicinelonger than the label instructsor at higher
doses, unlessyour doctor specifically tells
you to do so.

5. Usethemedicine only to treat your child's specific
symptom(s).

6. Alwayscheck for the activeingredient in the given
medicine and never combine two
medicines with any of the same active ingredients.

7. Never usecough, cold, or alergy medicinesto sedate
your child.

8. Never use medicines intended for only adults in
treating achild.

9. Never use aspirin containing products in children,

less than 18 years of age.

Stop use and contact your doctor immediately if your

child develops any side effects or

reactions.

11. Consult a doctor, pharmacist, or other healthcare
provider with any questions.

These are very simple but critical suggestionsto be
remembered while using OTC medication for children.

17 year old little girl. They wereborn
nearly a half century apart with
different religions yet their work goes
hand in hand and these two
trailblazers were being given one of

These two people are
MalalaYousafzai and Kailash Satyarthi.

Malala Yousafzai grew up in
Mingora, in the beautiful Swat valley
in Pakistan.

Malalawas awarded the Nobel Peace
prize. At age 17 Malala Yousafzai
became the youngest person to ever

Now to take aglance at the other
receiver of the prize. Kailash Satyarthi
isan Indian children’srights advocate
and an activist against child labour. He

founded the Bachpan Bachao Andolan
(save the child hood movement) in
1980 and has acted to protect therights
of more than 83,000 children from
144 countries.

At the age of 26 he gave up his
career as aengineer to help tens and
thousands of children around the
world instead. Kailash Satyarthi has
received numerous awards some
include Defenders of Democracy
award, Medal of the Italian Senate and
his most recent one the Nobel Peace
prize which he received on October
10, 2014. He is also a part of many
organizationsthat fight for child labor
such as International Labor
Organization, SACCS and many more.

The Nobel Peace Prizeisn't just
awarded to anyone. It isgiven to those
who contribute much and change
wrong doings in peace. Malala
Yousafzai and Kailash Satyarthi proved
that no matter what age anyone can
accomplish anything. That weapons
aren’t needed to solve matters. When
you have a true aim and willing to
take the risks and make the sacrifices
anything can bedone. MalaaYousafzai
and Kailash Satyarthi inspire many
people around the world. They never
gave up , and they didn’t let anything
come in their way.
